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Course grades

The following will be taken into account in grading and weighted approximately as stated: 

1. Team/individual project work (40%). 

a. The soundness of the arguments and the individual and joint formal quality will be evaluated in both the oral presentation and the written reports. 

b. The presentation (if any) should be carefully rehearsed and visual aids used where appropriate. 

c. Special consideration will be given to the revision and improvement of the final report in line with the discussion of the case in class.

2. Individual grading of teamwork—both the oral presentation and the written reports—will include two phases. 

a. First, the teacher will determine the team results. 

b. Second, the score obtained by the team will be shared amongst the team members, based on the evaluation of the individual contributions. The contribution made by each member of the team will be evaluated by each student in the final examination and used for sharing out the team score. In previous years, this procedure has penalised residual free riding.

3. Practical work (10%). Grading will take into account not only written answers but also active participation in both theoretical and practical classes.

4. Final examination (50%). A minimum grade of 5 (out of a total of 10) in the final examination is required to pass the subject.

5. Participation in class discussions may be graded either positively or negatively.  
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
